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Abstract

Objective: To identify the contributions of mobile applications on the breastfeeding practice.

Methods: Integrative literature review of CINAHL, BDENF, Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, Web of Science, Cocharane and Scielo virtual libraries
to answer the guiding question: What are the contributions of mobile applications to breastfeeding?. The searches occurred between September
and November of 2017, using the descriptors “mobile applications”, “breastfeeding”, “postpartum period”, “pregnant women”, and “social support”.
After the combination of these descriptors, 530 articles were identified, and when applying the eligibility criteria, nine studies remained, which were
assessed for methodological rigor and level of evidence. During data extraction, a validated and adapted instrument was used.

Results: Mobile applications that contributed to breastfeeding were informative. They provided guidance on the promotion of breastfeeding, infant
feeding, use of alcohol during breastfeeding, and breastfeeding positions. Several applications were used to evaluate problems, experiences, and
barriers to breastfeeding; frequency of breastfeeding; use of formula or complementary feeding. The applications that used the social network to
support breastfeeding, and those which were subjected to the evaluation processes showed little expressiveness.

Conclusion: The applications were developed only with purpose of informative support in breastfeeding for the nursing mothers and their social
network. However, some gaps were identified in the quality of information, usability, acceptability, and effectiveness of these applications, and it
was not evident whether the development of these applications was supported by the scientific literature.

Resumo

Objetivo: Identificar as contribuigdes dos aplicativos moveis para a pratica do aleitamento materno.

Métodos: Revisdo integrativa da literatura, realizada nas bases de dados CINAHL, BDENF, Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, Web of Science e
nas bibliotecas virtuais Cocharane e Scielo, para responder a questao norteadora: Quais as contribuicées dos aplicativos mdveis para a pratica
do aleitamento materno?.

Resultados: Os aplicativos méveis que contribuiram para prética do aleitamento materno foram informacionais. Ofertaram orientagdes sobre
promogao do aleitamento materno, alimentagéo infantil, uso de dlcool na amamentagéo e posicdes para amamentar. Vérios foram utilizados na
coleta de dados referentes aos problemas, experiéncias e barreiras na amamentagao; frequéncia da mamada; inicio do uso de férmulas ou da
alimentagéo complementar. Os aplicativos que continham a rede social de apoio na amamentacdo e 0s submetidos aos processos avaliativos
tiveram pouca expressividade.

Conclusdo: Os aplicativos foram direcionados apenas com objetivo de apoio informativo as nutrizes e sua rede social, na amamentagéo. Porém,
apresentam lacunas quanto a qualidade de informagdes, usabilidade, aceitabilidade e eficdcia desses aplicativos, como também néo ficou
evidenciado se a construgdo dos mesmos foi alicergados na literatura cientifica.

Resumen

Objetivo: identificar los aportes de las aplicaciones mdviles para la préctica de la lactancia materna.

Métodos: revision integradora de la literatura, realizada en las bases de datos CINAHL, BDENF, Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, Web of
Science y en las bibliotecas virtuales Cocharane y Scielo, para responder la pregunta orientadora: ¢cudles son los aportes de las aplicaciones
maviles para la practica de la lactancia materna? Las busquedas se llevaron a cabo de septiembre a noviembre de 2017, mediante la utilizacion
de los descriptores “aplicaciones maviles”, “lactancia materna”, “periodo posparto”, “embarazada” y “apoyo social”. Después del cruce de los
descriptores, se identificaron 530 articulos de los cuales, al aplicar los criterios de elegibilidad, quedaron nueve, evaluados con relacion al rigor
metodolégico y nivel de evidencia. En la extraccion de los datos se empled un instrumento validado y adaptado.

Resultados: las aplicaciones maviles que contribuyeron a la practica de la lactancia materna fueron informativas. Ofrecian instrucciones sobre
promocion de la lactancia materna, alimentacion infantil, uso de alcohol en la lactancia y posiciones para amamantar. Varias fueron utilizadas en
la recoleccion de datos relacionados con los problemas, experiencias y barreras en la lactancia, frecuencia de las tomas, inicio de uso de leche de
formula o de alimentacion complementaria. Las aplicaciones que tenian una red social de apoyo en la lactancia y las que presentaban procesos
de evaluacion tuvieron poca expresividad.

Conclusion: las aplicaciones fueron orientadas solo con el objetivo de brindar apoyo informativo a las lactantes y su red social durante la lactancia.
Sin embargo, presentan vacios con relacion a la calidad de la informacion, usabilidad, aceptacion y eficacia de estas aplicaciones, asi como
tampoco quedd en evidencia si su elaboracion estuvo fundamentada en la literatura cientifica.

Introduction

Scientific evidence highlights the benefits of
breastfeeding and the establishment of initia-
tives to promote breastfeeding, however, breast-
feeding rates, especially exclusive breastfeeding,
remains low worldwide. The main reasons re-
ported by mothers are: insecurity, inexperience,
professional occupation, beliefs, influence of
third parties, lack of support from relatives,
friends and health professionals, and the lack of
information.?

In order to contribute to this practice, digital
technologies are emerging to complement the ac-
quisition of new knowledge, as they are increasingly
used and reach most social sets, reaching 5 billion
mobile phone signatures worldwide, and 80.4 % of
individuals in Brazil.®*

With this growth, health services pursue the
interest of mobile health by enabling benefits in
several health specialties, offering information,
storing clinical data, and supporting with deci-
sion-making. Also, they are able to follow the in-
dividual for 24 hours a day, through virtual space,
without restrictions or physical limitations, repre-
senting an effective manner of reaching the desired
target audience.®®

In this process of transforming communication,
the integration of mobile applications facilitates the
acquisition of information, contributes to the estab-
lishment of new modes of social and communica-
tion relationships capable of integrating the mother
and her social network in breastfeeding, collaborat-
ing on changes of positive attitudes in this practice.
Thus, the present integrative review aims to identi-
fy the contributions of mobile applications on the
breastfeeding practice.

Methods

This was an integrative review of the literature, that
enabled a synthesize and analysis of the research de-
veloped by quantitative and qualitative methods,
published on a given subject, providing the most
comprehensive understanding of a given phenome-
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non, to support decision making based on scientific
evidence.”

This review included the following stages: prob-
lem formulation; search in the literature for primary
studies; evaluation of studies included in the review;
data analysis; presentation of results.”’ The research
question is: What are the contributions of mobile
applications on the breastfeeding practice?

The search of the publications occurred between
September and November 0of 2017, in the CINAHL,
BDENE Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, and
Web of Science databases, and in the Cochrane and
Scielo libraries. The Health Descriptors (DeSC) and
Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) were used to fa-
cilitate the search. The descriptors used were “mo-
bile applications”, “breastfeeding”, “postpartum
period”, “pregnant woman” and “social support”,
as well as their correspondents in Portuguese: “apli-
cativos moveis”, “aleitamento materno”, “periodo
pos-parto”, “gestante”, and “apoio social”.

The search strategy of the studies was performed
by two researchers, with the intention of standard-
izing the sequence of the descriptors and combina-
tions; and next, the same search was performed by
these two researchers separately. The results of this
search were compared to identify possible disagree-
ments and correction of errors that might exist. All
the combinations contained the descriptor, “mobile
applications”.

Initially, the descriptors were combined with
each other, using the Boolean operator, AND; first
in pairs, to understand the relationship between the
mobile applications, with the other descriptors es-
tablished. Then, combining was performed between
the three descriptors, so that “mobile applications”
and “breastfeeding” were maintained in association
with the other words: “postpartum period”, “preg-
nant woman” and “social support’. All combina-
tions were made equally, and in the same order, for
each database and health library (Chart 1).

The primary studies were selected based on the
inclusion criteria: original articles that addressed
the theme of the study, available in their entirety,
in Portuguese, English, and Spanish, published in
the last ten years. This time delimitation was due
the smartphone revolution in 2007, resulting in

the availability of several applications in virtual
stores.1? Letters to the reader, editorials, theses,
dissertations, book, book chapters, newspaper ar-
ticles, experiences, reflection studies, systematic or
integrative literature reviews, and studies that did
not answer the guiding question were excluded.
In the selection stage of the primary studies,
the titles of the 530 publications were read. A total
of 300 articles were excluded because they did not
address the topic of study in the titles. Among the
230 left, the eligibility criterion was applied, and
177 were excluded because they did not meet the
established criteria. The abstracts were read of the
remaining 44 publications, and 35 were exclud-
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ed because they did not address applications and
breastfeeding. Nine publications remained for anal-
ysis and discussion (Figure 1). Articles found in
more than one database were cataloged only once,
according to the order of identification in the first
database searched.

The data extraction was guided by a validated
and adapted instrument, which includes informa-
tion about the authors, objective, methodological
characteristics, and main results of the study."? To
evaluate the methodological rigor, the instrument
adapted from the Critical Appraisal Skills Program
(CASP) was used, which classifies the studies as:
good methodological quality and reduced bias (cat-
egory A - 6 to 10 points), and satisfactory method-
ological quality (category B - at least 5 points);"'?
however, all the articles were included.

The level of evidence was evaluated according
to the hierarchical classification, as: level 1, me-
ta-analysis of multiple controlled studies; level 2,
an individual experimental study; level 3, quasi-ex-
perimental studies, study with experimental design,
non-randomized controlled single group, pre and
post-test; level 4, non-experimental design, such as
descriptive, correlational, qualitative, or case stud-
ies; level 5, case reports or systematically obtained,
verifiable quality improvement program evaluation
or quality analysis; and level 6, opinion of known
authorities, based on their experience or the opin-
ions of an expert committee, including the interpre-
tation of non-research-based information; regulato-

Results

Among the nine articles selected, three were found in
Medline/PubMed, two in Scopus, two in CINAHL,
and two in the Web of Science.*? With regards to

the research design, five were descriptive,!7-2-29

inant level of evidence was four,"”* followed by
three,”” and two.?”

Discussion

Globalization and the advent of the internet have
contributed to more space for mobile application
use in the population. This technology enables
the development of entertainment solutions and
a enormous network of communication, provides
independent and autonomous knowledge, as it fa-
cilitates women and their social networks to surf
in their own interest, but also enables sharing and
obtaining of relevant information in an attempt to
contribute to the maintenance of breastfeeding.

This versatility contributed to the recognition
by the World Health Organization, in 2011, of the
potential of mobile health as a strategy for health
practices, favoring the incorporation of this in-
creasingly frequent device. As a result, studies on
mobile applications used to help the breastfeeding
practice’®?¥ have been published. However, they
are still relatively recent, between 2015-2017, as
identified in this review.

Among the populations studied in the inves-
tigations identified for this review, Brazilian stud-
ies were not identified, although this country has
around 245 million mobile devices connected to
the Internet, 71% of which are smartphones.*”
However, this technology is shown as an alterna-
tive supporter of information, for offering different
manners of disseminating knowledge, and trans-
mitting information about breastfeeding, to remote
places, reaching pregnant women, puerperal wom-
en and their social network. This information diffu-
sion should occur especially in the puerperal period,
because at this stage a greater need for support and

guidance on breastfeeding is identified, due to the
insecurity with nurturing,*® and because it consti-
tutes a period where beliefs, myths, and customs
about breastfeeding are more present. This infor-
mation, when offered, is responsible for increasing
exclusive breastfeeding by up to 49%, and breast-
feeding by 66%.%” This fact was well evidenced in a
study included in this review.

This information support should also be offered
to family members, neighbors, and friends, because
they are considered important to guaranteeing the
adherence and maintenance of breastfeeding.®
Nursing mothers, in the midst of numerous puer-
peral transformations, are susceptible to external in-
fluences, and their social network may or may not
have a positive impact on breastfeeding.

At birth, the father’s feelings of fear and un-
certainty about his new family situation create in-
securities and doubts about the care of the baby
and his wife. Thus, the father must be included
as well, guiding him about the importance of his
participation in the breastfeeding process, because
the more he knows about the benefits for the child
and the woman, the greater the chances of success.
However, the analysis of the articles showed that the
father was not very well represented in the social
network.

However, it is not enough to only offer infor-
mation, but also to track actions to promote, pro-
tect, and support breastfeeding, in order to provide
support for directing the practice of the guidelines
conducted by health professionals and institutions.
Data collection using mobile applications promotes
greater agility to obtain, record, store and send infor-
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mation with organization, speed and convenience,
resulting in rapid and effective intervention.®”

Mobile applications, for the most part, are about
general care with newborns and locations for breast
milk collection!® in addition to there being little
information about the quality of these contents.
These applications are launched in virtual stores
without any type of monitoring, possibly because
they are not associated to research, but to private
developers, making it difficult to assess the quality
of the information content.®?

The evaluation guarantees the application of
methodological procedures to determine, from pro-
posed objectives, the relevance, effectiveness, and
impact of certain activities for the purpose of de-
cision-making. This process was identified in one
article of this review, occurring by formative evalu-
ation of content, credibility test and assessment of
functionality, comprehensibility, and usability."®

Conclusion

In this age of the great propagation of the Internet
and smartphones, applications emerge as an educa-
tional proposal, capable of distributing information
in several contexts. However, it is necessary to re-
flect on the importance of this tool for breastfeed-
ing support, with regards to providing information
to the mother and her social network. The stud-
ies demonstrated that information was offered on
breastfeeding to puerperal women, and informative
support was provided to mothers and their social
network. However, they indicate that gaps need to
be filled with quality information that is usable,
acceptable and effective, as they did not mention
whether the construction of mobile applications
was based on the scientific literature. It should be
noted that no experimental studies were found for
breastfeeding, which would enable the specific de-
scription of evidence in the subject studied. Thus,
mobile applications exclusively on breastfeeding,
focused on promoting breastfeeding throughout
the pregnancy-puerperal cycle, must be developed.

They provided guidance on the promotion of breastfeeding, infant
feeding, use of alcohol during breastfeeding, and breastfeeding positions. Several applications were used to evaluate problems, experiences, and
barriers to breastfeeding; frequency of breastfeeding; use of formula or complementary feeding. The applications that used the social network to
support breastfeeding, and those which were subjected to the evaluation processes showed little expressiveness.

Conclusion: The applications were developed only with purpose of informative support in breastfeeding for the nursing mothers and their social
network. However, some gaps were identified in the quality of information, usability, acceptability, and effectiveness of these applications, and it
was not evident whether the development of these applications was supported by the scientific literature.

Resumen

Objetivo: identificar los aportes de las aplicaciones mdviles para la préctica de la lactancia materna.

Métodos: revision integradora de la literatura, realizada en las bases de datos CINAHL, BDENF, Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, Web of
Science y en las bibliotecas virtuales Cocharane y Scielo, para responder la pregunta orientadora: ¢cudles son los aportes de las aplicaciones
maviles para la practica de la lactancia materna? Las busquedas se llevaron a cabo de septiembre a noviembre de 2017, mediante la utilizacion
de los descriptores “aplicaciones maviles”, “lactancia materna”, “periodo posparto”, “embarazada” y “apoyo social”.

Resultados: las aplicaciones maviles que contribuyeron a la practica de la lactancia materna fueron informativas. Ofrecian instrucciones sobre
promocion de la lactancia materna, alimentacion infantil, uso de alcohol en la lactancia y posiciones para amamantar. Varias fueron utilizadas en
la recoleccion de datos relacionados con los problemas, experiencias y barreras en la lactancia, frecuencia de las tomas, inicio de uso de leche de
formula o de alimentacion complementaria. Las aplicaciones que tenian una red social de apoyo en la lactancia y las que presentaban procesos
de evaluacion tuvieron poca expresividad.

Conclusion: las aplicaciones fueron orientadas solo con el objetivo de brindar apoyo informativo a las lactantes y su red social durante la lactancia.
Sin embargo, presentan vacios con relacion a la calidad de la informacion, usabilidad, aceptacion y eficacia de estas aplicaciones, asi como
tampoco quedd en evidencia si su elaboracion estuvo fundamentada en la literatura cientifica.

Introducao

As evidéncias cientificas destacam os beneficios da
amamentacio e o estabelecimento de iniciativas
para promogao do aleitamento materno, entretan-
to, a taxa de aleitamento materno e em especial o
aleitamento materno exclusivo, ainda sao baixas em
todo o mundo. As principais razoes relatadas pe-
las maes sao: inseguranga, inexperiéncia, ocupagao
profissional, crencas, influéncia de terceiros, falta de
apoio dos familiares, amigos e profissionais de satide
e a caréncia de informacoes.?

No sentido de contribuir com essa prdtica, as
tecnologias digitais surgem para complementar a
aquisi¢do de novos conhecimentos, por serem cada
vez mais utilizadas e por alcangarem a maioria dos
espacos sociais, chegando a cinco bilhoes de assi-
naturas de telefones méveis no mundo e 80,4% de
usudrios, no Brasil.®4

Com o advento desse crescimento, os servigos
de sadde almejam o interesse pela satde mével por
possibilitar beneficios em diversas especialidades
de satde, ofertar informacoes, armazenar dados
clinicos, além de auxiliar na tomada de decisoes.
Também, sio capazes de acompanhar o usudrio
durante 24 horas por dia, com espago virtual sem
restricdes ou limitagoes fisicas, representando um
meio eficaz de atingir o publico-alvo desejado.®®

Nesse processo transformador da comunica-
¢ao, a integracdo de aplicativos méveis propicia a
aquisi¢do de informagoes, contribui com o estabe-
lecimento de novos modos de relagoes sociais e co-
municacionais capazes de inserir a nutriz e sua rede
social na amamentagao colaborando para mudancas
de atitudes positivas nessa prdtica. Assim, a presente
revisdo integrativa tem como objetivo de identificar
as contribuicoes dos aplicativos méveis para a prati-
ca do aleitamento materno.

Métodos

Revisao integrativa da literatura que permite sinte-
tizar e analisar pesquisas desenvolvidas pelo método

A busca das publicacoes ocorreu entre setembro
e novembro de 2017, nas bases de dados CINAHL,
BDENEF, Medline/PubMed, Scopus, LILACS, Web
of Science e nas bibliotecas Cocharane e Scielo.
Para viabilizar a busca foi realizado consultas dos
Descritores em Ciéncias da Satde (DeSC) e no
Medical Subject Headings (MeSH). Foram identifi-
cados os seguintes descritores em portugués e seus
correspondentes em inglés: “aplicativos méveis”,
“aleitamento materno”, “periodo pés-parto”, “ges-
tante” e “apoio social”.

A estratégia de busca dos estudos foi feita por
dois pesquisadores, com a inten¢io de padronizar a
sequéncia dos descritores e cruzamentos e, em segui-
da, separadamente. Os resultados dessa busca foram
comparados para identificar possiveis discordincias
e corre¢ao de erros que viessem a existir. Ressalta-se
que em todos os cruzamentos o descritor “aplicati-
vos méveis” esteve presente.

Inicialmente, os descritores foram combinados
entre si por meio do operador booleano AND, pri-
meiramente aos pares buscando apreender as rela-

critores mencionados. Depois, foram realizados os
cruzamentos entre trés descritores, de maneira que
“aplicativos méveis” e “aleitamento materno” foram
mantidos em associagio com os outros descritores:

A globalizacio e o advento da internet tém contri-
buido para que os aplicativos méveis conquistem
cada vez mais espago na populagio. Por meio dessa

A avaliagao garante a aplicagao de procedimen-
tos metodoldgicos para determinar, a partir de obje-
tivos propostos a relevancia, a efetividade, o impac-
to de determinadas atividades com a finalidade da
tomada de decisoes.

Conclusao

Nessa era de grande disseminagao da internet e dos
smatphones, os aplicativos surgem como uma pro-
posta educacional capaz de disseminar informagoes
em diversos contextos. No entanto, é necessiria
uma reflexdo sobre a importincia dessa ferramenta
no apoio a amamentagio, no que se refere ao forne-
cimento de informagées a nutriz e sua rede social.
Os estudos obtiveram informagdes sobre a prética
do aleitamento materno de puérperas e fornece-
ram apoio informativo as nutrizes e sua rede social.
Porém, indicaram que lacunas precisam ser preen-
chidas quanto a qualidade de informagoes, a usabi-
lidade, aceitabilidade e eficicia, pois nio menciona-
ram se a constru¢io dos aplicativos mdveis foi ali-
cercada na literatura cientifica. Destaca-se que nio
foram identificados estudos experimentais voltados
exclusivamente para amamentagio, que possibili-
tasse a descrigao precisa de evidéncias na temdtica
estudada. Assim, emerge a necessidade de repensar
o desenvolvimento de aplicativos méveis voltados,
exclusivamente, para o aleitamento materno, foca-
do na promo¢io da amamenta¢io durante todo o
ciclo gravidico-puerperal. Dispositivos construidos
por meio do reconhecimento das necessidades das
usudrias e que incluam sua rede social de apoio a
amamentagio, coerente ¢ adequada, de acordo com
demandas especificas, submetida a processo de ava-
liacdo e estudos capazes de avaliar sua eficiéncia.
