The study entitled "Impact of Judaism and Christianity on the Islamic Call in the State of
Southern Sudan 2000-2015"
The researcher divided the research into an introduction and five chapters and the
conclusion and recommendations.
The researcher dealt with the basics of research and included the importance of research,
its objectives, problems, hypotheses, research methodology, limits and tools, then the
terms of research and previous studies and the contribution of research in Islamic
thought.
The first chapter, entitled "State of Southern Sudan", included a geographical profile of
the State of Southern Sudan in terms of geographical and astronomical location, area,
population, economic activity and administrative regions of the constituent state of
Southern Sudan as well as ethnic groups. The historical, political, religious and
international dimensions that led to the establishment of this state to discuss the political
developments that the British colonizer and missionary Christian missionaries played a
key role in the outbreak of the insurgency or (1955-1972), SPLM / A (1983-2005) and the
signing of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA) in the Kenyan resort of Naivasha,
under which South Sudan was separated from Sudan in July 2011.
