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The Relation between the Variables: Identity, Alienation,
Achievement and Sex among the Palestinian Adolescents in

ABSTRACT

The objective of this study is to investigate the relation between the variables:

alienation, achievement and-sex-ameng-Palestinian-adeleseents-in-dsracl.

The study sample: consisted of (304) male and female |students from two
secondary schools in Umm Al-Fahm for the academic year 2003-3004. their age ranged
between (17-18) years. They-were intentionally selected and a small sample was chosen

to have individual interviews with them.

In this study the self-identity measure and the alienation measure with its five
dimensions-disability, meaninglessness, non-measurement, self-solitude and social

isolation, were used.
The study revealed the following results:

- The alternatives of the self-identity in both the social and ideological fields were
arranged as follows: identity achievement, identity moratorium, identity diffusion

and identity foreclosure.
- There are no statistical differences between the alternatives due to sex.

- There are no statistical differences ascribed to the sex variable. The alienation
dimensions with respect to the average of their degrees were arranged as follow: non-

measurement, social isolation, self-solitude, meaninglessness and disability.

- There are no statistical variations whether in the degree of alienation or in its order

being ascribed to sex.
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- The most alienated students were those of low achievement (50-69) followed by
those of excellent achievement (above 90) then of average achievement (70-79) and

finally those with achievement (80-89).

- Students with distinctive learning achievement were the most to identity their self-
identity in both social and ideological fields, and those achieving (80-89) were the
least identification, whereas those who have low achievement were the most
adjournment, followed by group (70-79), the same applied to the foreclosure and

diffusion.

- There is a statistical connection between disability and both adjourning the identity
and its diffusion in the social field. There is also connection between
"meaninglessness and both identity achievement and its adjourning and diffusion in
the social field, and the adjourning and diffusion in the ideological dimension. The
same connection between non-measurement and achievement and adjourning in both
fields. There is also coffection betveen self-solitide and both achievement and
adjourning and diffusion in the social field; and the adjourningand diffusion in the

ideological field, similatly, after social isolation and alienation in general.

Through the interview with the sample students, they expressed their feelings
about the transference stage in identifying their self-identity they are going through and
their dispersion between alienation towards originality or towards novelty or swinging

between both of them.
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
