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Abstract: This study aimed to identify the relationship between political violence and terrorism from 

the perspective of university students. To achieve this, theoretical concepts of both political violence 

and terrorism, as well as some previous studies in this regard were reviewed. In addition, two scales 

assessing political violence and terrorism were built and their psychometric properties were analyzed. 

The participants were (285) university students, recruited from 6
th

 October, Cairo and Ain Shams 

Universities. They were between (17-22) years of age. Results indicated that there was a statistically 

significant relationship between political violence and terrorism. Political violence was predicted in 

terms of terrorism. Additionally, there were statistically significant differences in some dimensions of 

political violence – not terrorism - attributed the gender effect. . The results were discussed within the 

context of the related literature and suggestions for further researcher were provided. 
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
