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» LUlnited Nations - UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon said

that world leaders should see the Egyptian protesis as a

The High Commussioner for Human Rights Navi Pillay said
that most of the frustration and angst has been caused by the
emergency laws and urged the government o allow access to
the Internet and mobile services.

Iranian parliament speaker Ali Larijani said, “The voice of the
brave people of Egypt is the voice of revolation. The start of this

revolution has astonished the despotic regimes of the region. The
parliament supports the uprising of the Tunisian and Egyptian
people." He described the protests as "the revolution of the
noble."™ Iran backed the protests. Parliament speaker Ali Larijani

called the wprising the "revolution of the noble". He compared
Western reaction to the protests with their reaction to the 1979
Islamic Revolution.!”!
o Mir Hossein Mousavi and Mehdt Karroubi, former
presidential candidates and the leaders of the Green
Movement, released a statement from their virtual house

arrest tn Tehran, assuring the Egyptians, "No power can
suppress the people's will and demand.

The biggest problem 1sn'
changing the government but changing the face of a country
as poor as Epgypt." He added concerns about the Muslim
Brotherhood: "Elections in Egypt are dangerous. Should the
Muslim Brotherhood be elected they will not bring peace,
Democracy without peace is not a democracy. We fear there
will be a change in govemment without a change in the
circumstances which led to this state."!"

Isracli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu and the Israeli
Foreign Ministry announced on 28 January that they are keeping a
close track of the situation in neighbouring Egypt, but are refraining
from taking a political stance. Ministers were told to refrain from
cnmmenting““ due to the sensitive nature of relations.

Foreign Minister Avigdor Lieberman told European diplomats
at the Knesset that the root cause of the unrest was internal
problems. "Whoever thinks that the Palestipian-Israeli conflict 1s
part of the problems in the Middle East is trying to escape reality.
[The] big picture of the Middle East shows that majar points of
contention stem from challenpes and confrontations within Islamic
society. The Arab world is becoming increasingly weakened. At the
end of the day, it is clear to everyone, ¢ven to the Palestnian
Authority, that the greatest danFer they are facing is not Zionism,
but rather Hamas and Jihad."'® During the early days of the
protests, the Foreign Ministry was receiving updates every few
hours and Lieberman was in close contact with the Israeli
ambassador io Egypt, Yitzhak Levanon.!"™ The Ministry was
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concerned over "substantial® changes in the regime.”*® The
Associated Press reported that security officials anonymously
expressed concern that the violence could threaten ties with Egypt,
and spread to the Palestinian Authority.”"! The government was said
to be pressuring the US to postpone a plan for Mubarak's departure
so that it could prepare for any likely outcome.!**!

MK Ibrahim Sarsur, who leads the United Arab List,
cxpressed "full support for the protesters in Egypt. The Arab

Former ambassador to Egypt Eli Shaked said that "there can
be no doubt that the new regime will seek to deal the peace
with Israel a very public blow.

"category" or "faction" of a population, it is much easier to make an
example of these larger bodies, because they can uplifi or defame
the Mark without actually incurring legal-defamation.

This is done in an effort to
cause the target audience to identify itself with the authority or to
accept the avthonty’s opinions and beliefs as its own.

It is a marketing
strategy commonly employed by Public Relations (FR) firms, that
involves placing a premeditated message in the "mouth of the
media.” Third-party techrique can take many forms, ranging from
the hiring of journalists to report the organization in a favorable
light, to using scientists within the organization to present their
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perhaps prejudicial findings to the public. Frequently astroturf
groups or front groups are used to deliver the message.

Foreipn governments, particularly those that own marketable
commercial products or services, often promote their interests and

positions through the advertising of those goods because the target
audience is not only largely unaware of the forum as vehicle for

foreign messaging but also willing to receive the message while in a
mental state of absorbing information from advertisements during
felevision commercial breaks, while reading a periodical, or while
passing by billboards in public spaces. A prime example of this
messaging technique is advertising campaigns to promote
international travel. While advertising foreign destinations and
services may stem from the typical goal of increasing revenue by
drawing more tourism, some fravel campaigns carry the additional
or alternative intended purpose of promoting good sentiments or
improving existing ones among the target audience towards a given
nation or region, It is common for advertising promoting foreign
countries to be produced and distributed by the tourism ministries of
those countries, so these ads often carry political statements and/or
depictions of the foreign government's desired international public
perception. Additionally, a wide range of foreign airlines and travel-
related services which advertise separately from the destinations,
themselves, are owned by their respective governments; examples
inclede, though are pot limited to, the Emirates airline (Dubai),
Singapore Airlines (Singapore), Qatar Airways (Qatar), China
Airlines (Taiwan/Republic of China), and Air China (People's
Republic of China). By depicting their destinations, airlines, and
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other services in a favorable and pleasant light, couniries market
themselves to populations abroad in & manner that could mitigale
prior public impressions.

Police use tear gas, water cannons and batons to disperse
protesters in Cairo. Witnesses say that live ammunition was also
fired into the air,

In Suez, the scene of bloody clashes the previous day, police
and protesters clash again.

Medical personnel in Suez say that 35 protesters and 15 police
officers have been injured.

Robert Gibbs, a spokesman for Barack Obama, the US
president, tell reporters that the government should “"demonstrate its
responsiveness to the people of Egypt" by recognising their
"universal rights”.

Amr Moussa, the secretary general of the Arab League, says he
believes "the Arab citizen is angry, is frustrated”.
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January 27: Mohamed ElBaradei, the former head of the UN
nuclear watchdog turned democracy advocate, arrives in Egypt to
join the protests,

ElBaradei says he is ready to "lead the transition" in Egypt if
asked.

February 1:Hosni Mubarak, the Egyptian president,
announces in a televised address that he will not run for re-election
but refused to step down from office - the central demand of
millions of protesters who have demonstrated across Egypt over the
past week.

Mubarak promised reforms to the constifution, particularly

Article 76, which makes 1t virtually impossible for independent
candidates to run for office. And he said his government would

focus on improving the economy and providing jobs.

Mohamed EiBaradei, the Egyptian opposition figure who
returned to Cairo to take part m the protests, said Mubarak's pledge
not to stand again for the presidency was an act of deception,

Abdelhalim Kandil, leader of Egypt's Kifaya (Enough)
opposition movement, says that President Mubarak's offer not to
serve a sixth term as Head of State was not enough.

US President Barack Obama in a speech at the White House
praised the Egyptian military for their patriotism and for allowing
peaceful demonstrations. He said that only the Egyptian people can

determine their leaders,
Shortly after his speech, clashes broke out beiween pro-
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Mubarak and anti-government protesters in the Mediterranean city
of Alexandria, Al Jazeera's correspondent reported.

Khalid Abdel Nasser, son of the former Egyptian president
Gamal Abdel Nasser, too joined the protest in Tahrir Square.

Motaz Salah Al Deen, spokesman for Egypl's opposition Al
Wafd Party, says a self-described "new national coalition for
change" has been formed.

Number of protesters in Cairo's Tahrir square revised to more
than a million people. Thousands more took to the streets
throughout Egypt, including in Alexandria and Suez.

February 2: Preparations begin for another day of
demonstrations against President Hosni Mubarak's regime. The
ammy with tanks are still deployed throughout different positions in
and around the square.

The Los Angeles Times reports that the Boston entrepreneur
Hadid Habbab has called for volunteers to help find his missing
friend, Google executive Wael Ghonim, who went missing during
the protests of the past week.

Clashes between anti-government and pro-Mubarak protesters
in Alexandria,

Intemnet services were at least partially restored in Cairo after a
five-day blackout aimed et stymieing protests against Hosni
Mubarak's regime.

Egypt's newly appointed vice-president has said that anti-
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government protests must stop before dialogue can begin with
opposition groups,

Violent clashes raged for much of Wednesday around Tahrir
Square in central Cairo. Up to 1,500 people were injured, some of
them seriously, and by the day's end at least three deaths were
reported by the Reuters news agency quoting officials.

Pro-democracy protesters said the military allowed thousands
of pro-Mubarak supporters, armed with sticks and knives, to enter
the square on Wednesday.

February 3: Bursts of heavy gunfire early on Thursday aimed
at anti-government demonstrators in Cairo's Tahrir [Liberation)

Square, left at least five people dead and several more wounded,
according to reports from Cairo.

Sustained bursts of automatic weapons fire and powerful single
shots began at around around 4am local time (2.00GMT) and went

on for mare than an hour.

February 4: Hundreds of thousands of anti-government
protesters gather in Cairo's Tahrir Square for what they have
termed the "Day of Departure”,

Chants urging Hosni Mubarak (o leave reverberate across the
square, as the country enters its eleventh day of unrest and mass
demonstrations.

February 5: Thousands remain inside Tahrir Square fear an
approaching attempt by the military to evacuate the square.

Differing reports of how many have died in the last 11 days of

protests and clashes surface,
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The Egyptian health minister says 11 people have died, while
the United Nations says 300 pecple may have been killed across the
couniry since protests began. News agencies have counted more
than 150 dead in morgues in Alexandria, Suez and Cairo.

Reuters quotes Egyptian state TV as saying "temmorists" have
{argeted an Isracl-Egypt gas pipeline in northem Sinai.

The leadership of Egypt's ruling National Democratic Party
resigns, including Gamal Mubarak, the son of Hosni Mubarak. The
new secretary general of the party is Hossam Badrawi, seen as a
member of the liberal wing of the party.

February 6: The Muslim Brotherhood says in a statement that
it "has decided to participate in a dialogue round in order to
understand how serious the officials are in dealing with the demands

of the people”.
Banks officiaily re-opened for 3.5 hours, and traffic police were
back on the streets in Cairo, in attempts to get the capital to start

returning to normal.

Al Jazeera correspondent Ayman Mohyeldin is detained by the
Egyptian military. He is released seven hours later, following a
concerted appeal by the network and Mohyeldin's supporters.

Protests continue in Tahrir Square; there are reports of gunshots
fired by the army into the air near the cordon set up inside the
barricades, near Egyptian museum.,

Leaked US diplomatic cables suggest Omar Suleiman, the
Egyptian vice president, long sought to demonise the opposition
Muslim Brotherhood in his contacts with skeptical US officials.
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Reports that Hillary Clinton, the US secretary of state, spoke
with Egyptian prime minisier Ahmed Shafik (on February 3),
emphasising the need to ensure the legitimate aspirations of the
Egyptian peopie are met, also stressing that incidents of harassment
and detention of activists and journalists must stop.

February 7: Thousands were camping out in Tzhrir Square,
refusing to budge, While banks have recpened, schools and the
stock exhange remain closed.

A symbolic funeral procession was held for journalist Ahmed
Mahmoud, shot as he filmed the clashes between protesters and riot
police from his Cairo office. Protesters are demanding an
investigation into the cause of his death.

Egypt's government approved a 15 per cent raise in salaries- and
pensions in a bid to appease the angry masses.

Wael Ghomim, a Google executive and political activist arrested
by state authorities, is released; some see him as a potential
figurehead for the pro-democracy camp.

February 8: Protesters continue to gather at Tahrir Square,
which now resembles a tented camp. Protesters in the capital also
gathered to protest outside parliament.

The city sees possibly the biggest crowd of demonstrators,
including Egyptians who have refurned from abroad and other

newcomers mobilised by the release of activist Wael Ghonim.

Omar Suleiman, the Egyptian vice-president, warned that his
government "can't put up with continued protests” for a long time,

Separately, Suleiman also announced a slew of constitutional
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and legislative reforms, to be undertaken by yet to be formed

comrmittees.

Ban Ki-moon, the UN chief, said genuine dialogue was needed
to end the current crisis, adding that a peacefu] transition was
erucial.

February 9: Labour unions join protesters in the street, with
some of them calling for Mubarak to step down while others simply
call for better pay. Masssive strikes start rolling throughout the

country.

Famous Arab pop star Tamer Hosni visits Tahrir Square, but
protesters are unimpressed and angered. Hosmi previously made
statements telling the demonstrators to leave the square, saying that
Mubarak had offered them concessions.

Thirty-four political prisoners, including members of the
Muslim Brotherhood, were released on Tuesday, according to
Egyptian state television.

Human Rights Watch says that 302 people have been killed
since the start of Egypt's pro-democracy uprising last month. Based
on visits to a number of hospitals in Egypt, the organisation said that
records show the death toll has reached 232 in Cairo, 52 in
Alexandna and 18 in Suez.

Attributing the information to Egyptian security officials,
Reuters reports that several protesters suffered gunshot wounds and
one was killed when 3,000 protesters took to the streets in Wadi al-
Jadid, where clashes from the previous nights carried over to the

earty hours,
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Citing medics, AFP news agency reports five were dead and
100 are wounded in the clashes that have been going on for two
days.

Ahmed Aboul Ghiet, Egypt's foreign minister, tells al-Arabiya
network on Wednesday that the Egyptian army could step in to
protect "protect the country from an attempt by some adventurers to
take power”.

And in an interview with American public broadcaster PBS,
Aboul Ghiet said that he was "infuriated" by the US's initial
response (0 the unrest in the country, and that he found the Obama

administration’s advice on pelitical transition "not at all" helpful."

Febrvary 10: The newly appointed Culture Minister, Gaber
Asfour, quits. His family says it's due to health reasons but Egypt's
main daily newspaper al-Ahram says Asfour, who is also a writer,
was criticised by his literary colleagues for taking the post. He was
the only new face in the new cabinet.

The Egyptian primne minister forms a commtitee that will gather
evidence on "the illegitimate practices” that resulted from the events
of recent weeks. The commitiee will receive reports from citizens
and civil society organizations and then present a report to the

public prosecutor.

The crimina! court in Egypt has endorsed the decision of
banning three former ministers from leaving the country and the
government has also frozen their assets.

The security chief for the Egyptian city of Wadi al-Jadid (New
Valley) is sacked and the police captain who ordered police to shooi
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at protesters is arrested and will be tried.

Amid rumours that he will be stepping down tonight, Mubarak
gives a televised speech he says is "from the heart”, in which he
repeats his promise to not run in the next presidential elections and
to "continue to shoulder" his responsibilties in the "peacetful
transition” that he says will take place in September.

Protesters in central Cairo's Tahrir Square react with fury on
Thursday when Mubarak says he's remainingin power umntil
September, Protesters wave their shoes in the air, and demand the
army join them in revolt

February 11: After tens of thousands people take to the streets
across Egypt in angry protests, Hosni Mubarak resigns as president,
and hands over power to the Army.

The announcement was given by Omar Suleiman, the vice-
president just after 16:00 GMT.

Earlier in the day, masses of protesters had descended on the
state tclevision building in Cairo and the presidential palace in
Heliopolis, as well as in Tahrir (Liberatinn} Square, which had
become the heart of the pro-democracy movement,

February 12: People celebrate in Tahrir Square until early
morning, Pro-democracy protesters start to clean the square.

The country's new military rulers promise to hand power to an
elected, civilian government and pledged that Egypt will remain
committed to all intemational treaties - in an apparent nod to its
1879 peace treaty with Ierael.

State television says travel bans are being imposed on several of
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the country'’s former ministers, including the former prime minister
Ahmed Nazif, who was sacked by Mubarak before he stepped

down.
February 13: Soldiers iry to remove the remaining protesters
in Tahrir Square and their tents are dismantled. Traffic flows

through the square for the first time since the protests began,

The cabinet spokesman says the cabinet, appointed when
Mubarak was stll in office, will not undergo a major reshuffle and
will stay to oversee & political transformation in the coming months.

About 2,000 policemen hold a protest outside the interior
ministry, demanding better wages and trying to clear the bad
reputation they have,

Some other public sector workers and bank employees are also
protesting in Alexandria and other cities.

February 14: Protesters Ieave Tahrir Square in the moming but
a few thousands return later, most of them protesting against the
police,

Police, ambulance drivers and other workers are holding
separate demonstrations.

The mihtary leadership issues "Communique No 5", calling for
national solidarity and criticising strike action. it urges workers to
play their role in reviving the economy.

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Here are some key events from more than two years of turmoil
and transition in Egypt:

Aug. 17 — Egyptian authorities announce they are considering
disbandingthe Muslim Brotherhood group. Meanwhile, security
forces raid a mosque in Cairo where protesters supporting the
nation's ousted president had been barricaded inside.

Aug. 16 — Heavy gunfire rings out throughout Cairo as tens of
thousands of Muslim Brotherhood supporters clash with armed
vigilantes in the fiercest street battles to engulf the capital since the
country's Arab Spring uprising. The clashes kill 173 people
nationwide, including police officers.

Aug. 15 — The Interior Ministry authorizes police to use
deadly force against protesters targeting police and state institutions
after Islamists torch government buildings, churches and police
stations in retaliation against the crackdown on their encampments,

Aug. 14 — Riot police backed by armored vehicles and
bulldozers clear two sprawling encampments of supporters of
qug;ﬁgtﬁ?rasident Mohammed Morsi, sparking clashes that kill at
least 438 people. The presidency declares a monthlong state of
emergency across the nation as Vice President Mohamed ElBaradei
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resigns in protest over the assaults.

Aug. 12 — Authorities postpone plang to take action against the
camps, saying they want to avoid bloodshed after Morsi supporters
reinforce the sit-ing with thousands more protesters.

Aug. 11 — Egyptian security forces announce that they will
besiege the two sit-ins within 24 hours to bar peaple from entering.

Aug. 7 — Egypt's presidency says that diplomatic efforts to
peacefully resolve the standoff between the country's military-
backed interim leadership and the Mustim Brotherhood have failed.

July 30 — The EU's top diplomat Catherine Ashton holds a
two-hour meeting with detained Morsi at an undisclosed location.
She is one of a number of international envoys, including U.S. Sens.
John McCain and Lindsey Graham, to visit Egypt to attempt (o
resolve the crisis.

July 27 — Security forces and armed men in civilian clothes
clash with Morsi supporters outside the larger of the two major sit-
ins in Catro, killing at least 80 people.

July 26 — Millions pour into the streets of Egypt after a call by
the country's military chief for protesters to give him a mandate to

stop “potential terrorism” by supporters of Morsi. Five people are
killed in clashes. Prosecutors announce Morsi is under investigation
for a host of allegations including murder and conspiracy with the

Palestinian militant group Hamas.
July 9 — Mansour appoints economist Hazem el-Beblawi as
srime minister and opposition leader Mohamed ElBaradei as vice

sresident. A military énnouncement backs up the appointments,
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July 8 — Egyptian soldiers open fire om pro-Morsi
demonstrators in front of a military base in Cairo, killing more than
50. Each side blames the otter for starting the clash near the larger
of the two sif-ins, near east Cairo's Rabaah al-Adawiya mosque.
Mansour puts forward a time line for ainending the constitution and
electing 2 new president and parliament by mid-February., The
Brotherhood refuses to participate in the process.

July 5 — Mansour dissolves the Islamist-dominated upper
house of parliament as Morsi's supporters stage mass protests
demanding his return. Clashes between pro- and anti-Morsi groups
in Cairo and Alexandria, and violence elsewhere leave at least 36

dead. A Brotherhood strongman, deputy head Khairat el-Shater, is
arrested,

July 4 — Supreme Constitutional Court Chief Justice Adly
Mansour is sworn in as Egypt's interim president.

July 3 — Egypt's military chief announces that Morsi has been
deposed, to be replaced by the Chief Justice of the Supreme
Constitutiontal Court until new presidential elections. No time frame
(s given. Muslim Brotherhood leaders are armrested. Tens of
thousands of Morsi supporters remain camped out in two mass sit-
ins in Cairo's streets.

July 2 — Military officials disclose main details of the army's
plan if no agreement is reached: replacing Morsi with an interim
administration, canceling the Islamist-based constitution and calling
elections in a year. Morsi delivers a late-night speech in which he
pledges to defend his legitimacy and vows not fo step down.
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July I ~— Hupe demonstrations continue, and Egypt's powerfu)
military gives the president and the opposition 48 hours to resolve
their disputes, or it will impose its own solution.

June 30 — Millions of Egyptians demonstrate on Morsi's first
anmiversary in office, calling on him to step down. Eight people are
killed in clashes outside the Muslim Brotherhood's Cairo
headquarters.

June 23 — A mob beats to death four Egyptian Shiites in a
village on the outskirts of Cairo.

April 7 — A Muslim mob attacks the main cathedral of the
Coptic Orthodox Church as Christians hold a funeral and protest
there over four Christians killed in sectarian violence the day before.
Pope Tawadros II publicly blames Morsi for failing to protect the
building.

Tan. 25, 2013 — Hundreds of thousands hold protests against
Morsi on the 2-year anniversary of the siart of the revolt against
Mubarak, and clashes erupt in many places.

Feb.-March 2013 — Prolests rage in Port Said and other cities

for weeks, with dozens more dying in clashes.

Dec. 15, Dec. 22 — In the two-round referendum, Egyptians
approve the constitution, with 63.8 percent voting in favor. Turnout
is low,

Dec. 4 — More than 100,000 protesters march on the
presidential palace, demanding the cancellation of the referendum
and the writing of a new constitution. The next day, Islamists attack
an anti-Morsi sit-in, sparking street battles that leave at least 10

dead.
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Nov. 30 — Jslamists in the constituent assembly rush to
complete the draft of the constitution. Morsi sets a Dec. 15 date for
a referendum.

Nov. 22 — Morsi unilaterally decrees greater powers for
himself, giving his decisions immunity from judicial review and
barring the courts from dissolving the constituent assembly and the
upper house of parliament. The move sparks days of protests,

Nov, 19 — Members of liberal parties and representatives of
Egypt's churches withdraw from the 100-member assembly writing
the constitution, protesting attempts by Islamists t0 impose their
will.

Jane 30 — Morsi takes his oath of office.

June 16-17 — Egyptians vote in the presidential runoff betwean
Morsi and Shafiq. Morsi wins with 51.7 percent of the vote.

June 14 — The Supreme Constitutional Court orders the

dissolving of the lower house of parliament.

May 23-24, 2012 — The first round of voting in presidential
clections has a field of 13 candidates. The Brotherhood's
Mohammed Morsi and Ahmed Shafig, the last prime minister under
Mubarak, cmerge as the top two finishers, to face each other in a

nmoff,

Nov. 28, 2011-Feb 15, 2012 — Egypt holds multistage,
weekslong parliamentary elections. In the lawmaking lower house,
the Muslim Brotherhood wins nearly half the seats, and
uliraconservative Salafis take another quarter. The remainder goes
to liberal, independent and secular politicians. In the largely
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powerless upper house, Islamists take nearly 90 percent of the seats.
Feb, 11 — Mubarak steps down and the military takes over.
The military dissolves parliament and suspends the constitution,
meeting two key demands of protesters.
Jan. 25-Feb, 11, 2011 — FEgyptians stage nationwide
demonstrations against nearly 30 years of Mubarak's rule. Hundreds
of protesters are killed as Mubarak and his allies try to crush the

uprising.
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
