Why and how did ' Uman submit to Umayyad authority" What were the con­
sequences of s ubmiss ion' And finally, what were the policies of the latter
Umayyad Caliphs towards ' Uman? And what were the consequences of such
policies)

This study will attempt to answer the aforementioned questions by shedding
light on the political conditions of ' Uman during the Umayyad period,
